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OTTAWA — Daniel Alfredsson 
and the Ottawa Senators refused 
to forget how they felt last sea-
son after the Buffalo Sabres sent 
them home from the playoffs 
earlier than expected.

“We feel like we could have 
done more damage,” Alfredsson 
said, recalling the second-round 
loss. “And I think that’s the way 
we’re playing this year.”

That loss might have been a 
blessing in disguise. Without 
it, the Senators might not have 
transformed from a free-scor-
ing team to a disciplined, tight-
checking squad.

“This time around, we are a 
better defensive team, so if we 
get up in a game, we’re better 
suited for that,” Alfredsson said.

The teams will open the best-
of-seven Eastern Conference 
fi nal series tonight at Buffalo.

A year ago, the Senators rode 
their high-powered offense 
through the regular season and 
racked up 52 victories and 113 
points — both tying franchise 
highs. When the postseason 
began, their freewheeling con-
tinued with a fi ve-game romp 
over Tampa Bay in the opening 
round.

Against the Sabres in Game 1 
of the second round, things un-
raveled — fast.

Ottawa blew fi ve leads, two in 
the third period, en route to a 7-6 
loss in overtime. The rest of the 
series, the Senators struggled to 
score — or play defense. All four 
of the Senators’ losses were by a 
goal, three times in overtime.

“We faced adversity and didn’t 
know how to deal with it proper-
ly,” Senators center Mike Fisher 
said. “It was a disappointing sea-
son last year because of it.”

For coach Bryan Murray, the 
defeat was the sign that things 
needed to change during the 
offseason.

“The learning curve took 
place after the playoffs last year 

when we realized things had to 
be different,” he said.

When Ottawa returned to 
training camp in the fall, they 
came with a different approach.

The Senators still wanted pro-
duction from top-line players 
such as Alfredsson, Dany Heat-
ley and Jason Spezza, but not at 
the expense of giving up quality 
chances at the other end.

In the playoffs this year, 
the Senators patiently used a 
counterattacking style to beat 
Pittsburgh and New Jersey in 
just 10 games. With a record 
of 6-0 when scoring fi rst, the 
Senators have learned to protect 
leads and no longer panic when 
games are close, going 4-2 so far 
in one-goal games.
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ANAHEIM, Calif. — His face 
has been a magnet for pucks and 
sticks of late, and he’s needed 
20 stitches to close assorted 
wounds.

That’s hardly enough to 
trouble Teemu Selanne. His en-
thusiasm for hockey undimmed 
at age 36, the Anaheim Ducks 
forward is having a fun time in 
the playoffs.

“When you get older, you 
know you have to try to take ad-
vantage and enjoy every minute 
of it,” Selanne said.

Asked if he still feels as if 
he’s in his 20s, Selanne grinned 
and said, “Most days. But some 
mornings, it’s a different story.”

As the Ducks prepared to open 
the Western Conference fi nals 
against the Red Wings in De-
troit tomorrow night, Selanne’s 
face was a bit lumpy but mostly 
healed from the recent whacks.

He caught a puck above the 
eye during warmups in an earlier 
series; got high-sticked a couple 
times in other games; and slit his 
forehead again when he ran into 
teammate Chris Pronger’s stick.

“It was a good time to be off, 
get healthy, even for the old guy,” 
Selanne said, alluding to the 
Ducks’ break after wrapping up 
their series against Vancouver 
last Thursday.

Rejuvenated since returning 
to Anaheim in August, 2005, 
Selanne led the Ducks with 48 
goals and 46 assists this season. 
His 48 goals ranked third in the 
NHL and were his most since he 
had 52 for the Ducks nine years 
ago. His 94 points ranked 11th 
in the league, and were his most 
since he had 107 for the Ducks in 
the 1998-99 season.

Selanne has three goals and 
three assists in 10 playoff games 
this year.

Anaheim coach Randy Car-
lyle, who was a Winnipeg de-
fenseman when Selanne made 
his NHL debut with the Jets 14 
seasons ago, said there’s only 
one major difference between 
Selanne now and then.

“He has a lot more money,” 
Carlyle said, smiling.

Selanne, a 6-foot, 204-pound 
speedster from Helsinki, had 
been slowed by an injured left 
knee, and his career seemed on 
the downside a couple of years 
ago when he was with San Jose 
and Colorado. But he underwent 
successful surgery in 2004, and 
afterward appeared as agile as 
ever.

“When you can skate without 
pain, that’s the biggest thing,” 
he said.

Carlyle said Selanne looks just 
as quick as earlier in his career.

“That’s his biggest asset, his 

ability to get away from people,” 
the coach said. “When he gets a 
step on people, same as then, 
they can’t catch him.”

Nicklas Lidstrom, Detroit’s 
four-time Norris Trophy-win-
ning defenseman, is well aware 
of Selanne’s speed.

“He’s one of those snipers that 
can put the puck in the net be-
cause he fi nds openings and he 
knows where to be on the ice,” 
Lidstrom said. “It’s just another 
challenge for our team.”

Red Wings forward Henrik
Zetterberg said of Selanne: “He’s 
a skilled player and is really fast. 
He has been around a long time 
and you still have to be aware of 
where he is on the ice.”

Anaheim goalie Jean-Sebas-
tien Giguere is a big fan of Se-
lanne’s both on and off the ice.

“He’s just a very elegant player. 
He’s got a very nice stride to his 
skating, he plays with a lot of 
energy, a lot of enthusiasm. 
You can tell he’s having fun,” 
Giguere said. “Combine that 
with him being in good shape 
and healthy, and with the skill he 
has, it just makes for a heck of a 
great player.

“And it’s always fun to see him 
around. He just loves interacting. 
He makes everybody in a better 
mood because he’s such a good-
hearted person. You’ll get rattled 
about something, and he always 
sees the good side of stuff, tries 
to crack a joke about it. He’s just 
a great teammate.”

that in the head.”
Head coach Dave Uitto, in 

his 27th and fi nal season, was 
standing behind the backstop 
when Bouillon was hit.

“Dave said it sounded like 
someone caught a ball in their 
glove,”  said Bouillon, who did 
not lose consciousness but re-
members only parts of the im-
mediate aftermath. “I just know 
that I was panicking when I was 
laying on the fi eld, and I was 
thrashing around quite a bit.”

After being treated on the 
fi eld, Bouillon, who said he was 
feeling the most intense pain 
of his life, was taken to Fostoria 
Memorial Hospital. He was sub-
sequently transported to Toledo 
Hospital, where he underwent 
emergency surgery for 3½ hours. 
His eye was sewn back together 
and the original prognosis was 
not good.

He was told at the outset it 
looked like the damage, which 
included the destruction of the 
lens, would likely leave him 
blind in the eye. Subsequently, 
Bouillon was able to at least rec-
ognize bright light, which led to 
some optimism.

“The doctor said I have a 
chance,” Bouillon said. “They’re 
sounding a little more hopeful. I 
can’t see out of it right now but, 
hopefully, after all the surgeries, 
I can get some of the vision back. 
It’s going to take some time, 
and they can do some amazing 
things now with surgery.

“The worst-case scenario is 
I still have one good eye and 
people function with one eye. 
The best case would be that 
they get it back to the way it 
was. I’m hoping at least that it’s 
somewhere in the middle where 
maybe I can see the big letter on 

the eye chart.”
Bouillon has a second surgery 

scheduled Tuesday in Toledo. 
A retina specialist, Dr. Gregory 
Rosenthal, will attempt to clear 
the eye of excess blood, deter-
mine whether the optic nerve is 
still connected, and fi gure out 
what can be done in an attempt 
to restore Bouillon’s vision.

Bouillon, 55, is a 1970 gradu-
ate of New Riegel who started in 
left fi eld as a junior on the Blue 
Jackets’ 1969 state champion-
ship team. He later served as a 
teacher and head baseball coach 
at Fostoria St. Wendelin before 
returning to his alma mater. He 
has been at New Riegel the past 
28 years.

Bouillon said he has been 
overwhelmed by all the cards he 
has received offering kind words 
of support, and all the visitors 
who have stopped by his house.

The visitors he did not allow 
were the members of the base-
ball team, until two days ago.

“I wanted them to stay away 
for a while because [the injured 
eye] was pretty ugly,” Bouillon 

said. “I didn’t want them to see 
me like that.”

A week after the injury Bouil-
lon was considering what-ifs.

“If the ball was two inches 
over one way, nothing happens,” 
he said. “Then again, maybe if it 
was two inches another way, it 
kills me.”

Ironically, Bouillon was late 
to practice on May 1 because 
he had to fi ll in to drive an af-
ternoon bus route for an absent 
driver. He had also considered 
making a blood donation at 
the school’s blood drive that 
afternoon. But because he was 
already late and didn’t want to 
miss the entire practice, he by-
passed the blood drive.

“I ended up giving blood any-
way,” Bouillon joked.
