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Tips sought in 
Subway holdup

 Toledo police are seeking 
information through the Crime 
Stopper program about a rob-
bery attempt Dec. 6 during 
which a man with a gun tried to 
rob a Subway restaurant   in West 
Toledo, authorities said.

The  gunman,  wearing a ski 
mask, walked into the restau-
rant at 4030 Monroe St.  about
7 p.m., pointed a gun at an em-
ployee, and demanded money, 
police said. The female employ-
ee dropped to her knees, crawled 
into a back room, and waited for 
the gunman  to leave, police said. 
Shortly afterward, a woman 
came into the restaurant.

The  gunman was described 
as white, in his 30s, and about
5 feet, 2 inches tall. He was wear-
ing a black jacket with multi col-
ored patches  and was carrying 
a small black or silver handgun, 
police said.

Anyone with information is 
asked to call the Crime Stopper 
program. Callers may remain 
anonymous and could be eli-
gible for a cash reward.

nesses testifi ed and about 40 
pieces of evidence were shown 
to the jury of nine women and 
three men .

Mr. Babcock was struck about 
5:45 a.m. by a single bullet that 
went through his left thumb and 
face and severed an artery in his 
neck. He was about 2.8 miles 
into his commute from East 
Toledo to Fresh Products Inc. 
on South Avenue, where he had 
been  a longtime employee. 

It was the fi rst day of a  plan 
to ride a bicycle to work to try 
to  save money on gas. Mr. Bab-
cock, 43, was  about fi ve miles 
away from his destination when 

he encountered the gunman.
Jones shook his head several 

times when asked if he had any-
thing to say . “I don’t know what 
to say,” he fi nally said.

Two friends of Jones sat in the 
last row of the courtroom and 
gave signs of support to him as 
he was escorted out. Brothers 
Juan and Rico Gonzalez said 
they will stay in touch with 
Jones and hope  he somehow 
betters himself in prison.

“He was just heartless,” 
Juan Gonzalez said.  He said he 
wished he had been  with Jones 
that night so he could help him 
see the futility of violence.

Jones’ attorney, Paul Geller, 
expressed sympathy to the 
Babcock family.  He said he 
was moved by the words of Mr. 
Babcock’s brother, noting  the 

family spoke of their belief  in 
redemption. “I believe Dounche 
listened to what was said and 
hopefully redemption is avail-
able to everybody despite them-
selves,” he said. 

County Assistant Prosecutor 
Michael Loisel called Mr. Bab-
cock’s death a tragedy. “What 
took place  back on July 15 was 
a cowardly act on behalf of the 
defendant, where for a reason 
only known to him, he executed 
David Babcock in the streets of 
Toledo,” he said.

Judge James Jensen agreed, 
calling the crime “one of the 
most tragic, horrifi c, and sense-
less acts” that he’s seen.

He said  not only was Mr. Bab-
cock gunned down “cruelly and 
coldly,” but he questioned how 
Jones, at the time only 19,  could 

be “so callous” as to “shoot an 
unarmed man.”

“If there is anything good out 
of this tragic event, Mr. Jones, 
you have shown yourself to be a 
violent, cowardly predator who 
will be removed from the streets 
of Toledo at least for 15 years, 
but hopefully for life,” he  said.

Mr. Babcock’s family declined 
to comment ,  but county Assis-
tant Prosecutor Michael Bohner 
said they were pleased with the 
verdict. But  “it doesn’t bring 
back David Babcock.”

He said  the family was thank-
ful for the work of police and 
prosecutors “to ensure that Mr. 
Jones spends the rest of his life 
behind bars in prison.”
