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Two also-rans in the 2005 Syl-
vania Township trustees race rose 
to the top yesterday, unseating the 
two incumbents who had beaten 
them four years ago.

John Jennewine, 43, an insur-
ance sales manager for a fi nan-
cial services company, and Kevin 
Haddad, 54, a  beautician, topped 
six competitors with all 42 town-
ship voting precincts having been 
counted last night in unoffi cial 
results.

“The township’s looking for 
some change,” Mr. Jennewine 
said.  He said he particularly ap-
proached township employees 
and pledged to meet regularly 
with them to resolve issues that 
have caused “turmoil” within the 
township.

“I’m just looking to work with 
everybody and build a consensus 
and move the township forward,” 
Mr. Jennewine said.

Mr. Haddad attributed his 
apparent election to a vigorous 
door-to-door campaign. “I went 
to 3,000 homes, and it shows right 
there,” he said. 

Mr. Haddad said he believed his 
positions on several key issues, 
including stronger cooperation 
with the city of Sylvania without a 
merger and reinstating township 
funding for community-service 
agencies, resonated with voters. 
He also advocated for curbside 
recycling in the township.

Challenger Penny Levine fi n-
ished third in the race, while Pam 
Hanley, the trustees’ incumbent 
chairman, placed fourth and fel-
low incumbent DeeDee Liedel 
fi nished sixth. Both Mrs. Hanley 
and Mrs. Liedel had served one 
four-year term.

The trustees’ race made nation-
al headlines after Royal Barber, a 
political newcomer who moved 
into the township just two years 
ago, created a Halloween display 
in his yard that included tomb-
stones bearing the names of six of 
his seven opponents.

Mr. Barber replaced candidate 
Kevin Eff’s name with an asterisk 
after Mr. Eff complained, and 
several others in the race said the 
“Trustee Hill Cemetery” display 
was in poor taste. Mr. Barber fi n-
ished far behind the rest of the 
fi eld in the balloting.

In Springfi eld Township, trust-
ee chairman Bob Bethel and chal-
lenger Helen Darrah were running 
neck-and-neck for one of two 
open seats, while board veteran 
Marylin Yoder held a comfortable 
lead late last night in a four-way 
race.

Mr. Bethel said a police levy on 
the township ballot strongly infl u-
enced the trustee voting as well.

While the ballot language did 
not specify whether the village 
of Holland police or the Lucas 
County Sheriff’s Offi ce would 
protect Springfi eld Township, Mr. 
Bethel had supported a proposal 
for the village of Holland to police 
the township. 

Mrs. Yoder and Mrs. Darrah 
opposed the levy, saying voters 
should have been given the choice 
between law enforcement agen-
cies.

The police issue “raised a lot 
more tension on the vote itself. It 
got a lot more people wondering 
who the best candidates were,” 
Mr. Bethel said. 

“I  still think the Holland pro-

posal was the best one, and chose 
to state that early on.”

Mrs. Darrah said she cam-
paigned as a fi scally responsible 
candidate, who would urge the 
trustees to “tighten our belts” and 
return to voters will a less costly 
levy. 

“People are not only wanting 
to see a change, but their choice 
has been taken away as far as this 
policing,” Mrs. Darrah said, “and 
people are tired of it.” 

In Jerusalem Township, trustee 
candidates David Bench and Ron 
Sheahan trounced four opponents 

that included incumbent s Rodney 
Graffi s and Joseph Gray.

Two hotly contested village 
council races in Fulton County 
yielded one clear outcome and 
one unfi nished one.

In Delta, Rose Butz retained 
her Village Council seat in an 
eight-way race for three seats, but 
incumbent Keith Lantz fi nished 
fourth. Newcomers winning 
council seats were Jeffrey A. Ma-
zurowski, the top vote-getter in 
the election, and Robert S. Gil-
bert, Jr., who fi nished third. Mr. 
Lantz trailed Mr. Gilbert by more 
than 100 votes.

In a nine-way race for four seats 
on Lyons Village Council, a tie oc-
curred for fourth place. 

Voters turned out incumbent 
Dale Hallett while re-electing Ju-
lie Fenicle. Andrea Gleckler and 
John O’Neil were the top two 
vote-getters, while incumbent 
John Arquette and challenger Ty 
O. Walker tied, with 82 votes, for 
the fourth seat.

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Marge Brown failed to win her 
third term as Oregon mayor yes-
terday  in a contentious race after 
long-time City Councilman Mike 
Seferian decidedly captured her 
seat.

Mr. Seferian, 52,  a business-
man running as an independent, 
received nearly two-thirds of the 
votes yesterday, unoffi cial election 
results show.

Last night, Mr. Seferian said he 
got the feeling while campaign-
ing this week he  had enough solid 
backers to win the election.

“I feel great for all the support 
I had because I thought at some 
times they were more emotional 
than I was,” said Mr. Seferian, who 
has been on Oregon City Council 
for 18 years. “This isn’t my vic-
tory.”  

In the race for Oregon City 
Council,  Councilman Bill My-

ers failed to retain his post and 
challenger Kathleen Pollauf was 
defeated.  Challengers Sandy 
Bihn and Dennis Walendzak were 
elected to City Council, while 

incumbents Jerry Peach, Terry 
Reeves, James Seaman, Michael 
Sheehy, and Clint Wasserman all 
retained seats.

Mrs. Brown, 72, a retired 
teacher who had been on  Oregon 
City Council, was the endorsed 
Democrat for mayor. She beat out 
Mr. Seferian for the mayoral spot 
in 2001, and she ran unopposed 
in 2005.

Oregon’s mayoral race started 
to heat up in September after 
Mrs. Brown’s son, a 39-year-old 
city police offi cer, was suspended 
without pay for 20 days after the 
police department investigated 
him for misconduct. Jeffrey Brown 
was disciplined for illegally using 
a statewide law enforcement da-
tabase to search for information 
about a former girlfriend.

Questions, however,   loomed 
about whether Offi cer Brown was 
investigated several years ago 
for having sexual relations  with 

another former girlfriend while 
on duty. Mr. Seferian pushed to 
get  answers from former Police 
Chief Thomas Gulch  about a for-
mer inquiry  into Offi cer Brown 
without violating his separation 
agreement.

Soon after Mr. Gulch revealed 
last month Offi cer Brown had not 
been investigated in 2003 for hav-
ing sexual relations on duty, Mrs. 
Brown fi red back. She pointed 
out police reports concerning 
Mr. Seferian, including petty theft 
in 1976 and criminal trespass in 

1981.
Mr. Seferian said the petty theft 

occurred when  he and two friends 
took a fi re extinguisher from an 
apartment complex hallway as 
part of a prank. The criminal tres-
pass, he said, happened  at a rail-
road crossing that was  blocked by 
a train. Mr. Seferian said he drove 
onto a frozen fi eld  so he could get 
to the next intersection.
