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 NEW YORK — They paraded 
around the warning track high-
fi ving fans, a New York Yankees 
victory lap nine years in the mak-
ing.

Just wait until Alex Rodriguez, 
Hideki Matsui, and the other fi rst-
timers hit the Canyon of Heroes.

“I can’t think of a better place to 
be than playing baseball in New 
York,” Mark Teixeira said.  

Matsui tied a World Series re-
cord with six RBIs, Andy Pettitte 
won on short rest and New York 
beat the Philadelphia Phillies 7-3 
in Game 6 on Wednesday night, 
fi nally seizing that elusive 27th 
championship — the most in all 
of sports.

Nearly a decade after their dy-
nasty ended in the Arizona desert, 
the Yankees are baseball’s best 
again.

“It feels better than I remember 
it, man,” captain Derek Jeter said. 
“It’s been a long time.” 

Matsui, the Series MVP, powered 
a quick rout of old foe Pedro Marti-
nez. And when Mariano Rivera got 
the fi nal out, it was ecstasy in the 
Bronx for George Steinbrenner’s 
go-for-broke bunch.

What a way for manager Joe Gi-
rardi and Co. to christen their $1.5 
billion ballpark: One season, one 
World Series crown — the team’s 
fi rst since taking three straight 
from 1998-2000.

The season certainly ended a 
lot better than it started — with a 
steroids scandal involving A-Rod, 
followed by hip surgery that kept 
him out until May.

“My teammates and coaches 
and organization stood right next 
to me. And now we stand together 
as world champs,” said Rodriguez, 
who admitted using steroids from 
2001-03 while with Texas. 

For Chase Utley and the Phillies, 
it was a frustrating end to another 
scintillating season. Philadelphia 
fell two wins short of becoming 
the fi rst NL team to repeat as 
World Series champions since the 
1975-76 Cincinnati Reds.

Utley  tied Reggie Jackson’s 
record with fi ve home runs in a 
Series. But Ryan Howard’s sixth-
inning shot came too late to 
wipe away an untimely slump 
that included 13 strikeouts.

Meanwhile, Phillies pitchers 
rarely managed to slow Matsui 
and the Yankees’ machine.

“I told them that I loved the 
way they played. We’re fi ghters 
and never quit,” manager Charlie 
Manuel said. “We want to keep 
what we got as far as attitude and 
chemistry.” 

For Girardi, a three-time Yan-
kees champion as a player, it was 
the fulfi llment of a mission. When 
he succeeded Joe Torre in October, 

2007, Girardi chose uniform No. 
27, putting his quest on his back 
for all to see. His tenure didn’t start 
out so well, with New York missing 
the playoffs in its fi nal season at 
old Yankee Stadium following 13 
consecutive appearances.

and No. 25 Wisconsin (31-13 win). 
With the Nittany Lions currently 
ranked higher than OSU in both 
polls (Penn State is No. 10 in the 
coaches poll), Pryor has his op-
portunity.

“To tell you the truth, speaking 
as an individual, I haven’t led us 
to a big win yet,” Pryor said. “And 
that’s what a quarterback needs to 
do, lead, and I haven’t led us to a 
win in a big game.”

Besides the motivation of the 
dead-even rivalry — both teams 
have won 12 games in the series  
— Pryor said the Buckeyes are in a 
must-win mode after being upset 
at Purdue three weeks ago. 

“We’re just going to go in there 
and I’m going to go out and help 
the other 10 players on the fi eld 
and try and get a win,” he said. 
“I know our defense is hyped up 
and ready to go. So, it’s up to me to 
lead the [offense] out on the fi eld. 
That’s what we need to do and 
that’s what we need to focus on. 
That’s going to be our focus from 
here on out because that’s what 
it’s going to come down to.”

Tressel is 90-21 in his nine sea-
sons as head coach of the Buck-
eyes  and is 26-8 in Big Ten road 
games over that stretch. He has 
led Ohio State to four straight Big 
Ten championships, and over the 
past four seasons the Buckeyes 
have won at least 10 games each 
year, played in the national title 
game twice, and in BCS bowls the 
other two years. 

Tressel is 34-13 overall against 
ranked competition, and 12-6 on 
the road against ranked teams. 

A concern for some is the fact 
the Buckeyes have lost their last 
six games in a row against teams 
ranked in the top 10 nationally. 

Tressel, who has not beaten a 
top 10 team since the 2006 season 
when Ohio State beat No. 2 Michi-
gan 42-39  and No. 2 Texas 24-7, 
downplayed any signifi cance at-
tached to that streak.

“We don’t do a whole bunch of 
comparing to the past or compar-
ing to what we hoped we would 
be,” Tressel said. “We do all our 
comparing on where we are. And 
where we are is we know we’re 
facing a great defense, and we’ve 
got to make sure that we elimi-
nate anything that we can control 
and we don’t go into that stadium 
and turn [over] the ball ... in what 
could be a very tough, tough foot-
ball game.”

Since 2003, Ohio State has gone 
26-11 in games played on the road 
or at neutral sites  for a 70.3 win-
ning percentage. That is the sixth-
best winning percentage in the 
country in those games. 

Only Texas, USC, LSU, Boise 
State and Georgia have done bet-
ter, with the Longhorns posting 
the best away-from-home mark 
in that time frame at 36-7 (83.7 
percent).

Tressel said he won’t harp on the 
Buckeyes’ recent struggles against 
top teams and what they might 
need to do to overcome that, since 
this game is solely about facing 
this season’s edition of Penn State.

“You don’t really say anything 
about getting over any hump,” 
Tressel said. “You talk about play-
ing Penn State and what’s it going 
to take to beat Penn State.”
