“I got the takedown and I was 
going to kick him out and get 
some points,” Conine said, “but 
I saw the opportunity [for a pin], 
and I fi gure-foured it, and it was 
over.

“Everybody’s been saying that 
we’re the better team so far, and 
we came out and got it done and 
proved it. But nothing is said and 
done until the City fi nals.”

That win made the night’s other 
marquee matchup inconsequen-

tial in the team score.
In this battle, Central senior 

Daniel Cook (22-3), ranked No. 6 
in the state in D-II, eked out a 2-1 
decision over  Clay sophomore An-
gelo Amenta (33-5, No. 8 in D-I).

executive offi cer  of the Ann Arbor 
Area Chamber of Commerce, said 
the MIS racing weekends are a 
boon to the entire area. A number 
of the NASCAR teams stay in Ann 
Arbor hotels each summer.

“I don’t think people realize 
what an economic impact MIS 
has,” Keller said. “The trickle-
down effect is immeasurable.”

Curtis said that despite “all the 
talk of doom and gloom in the 
economy,” the sponsorship for 
all the MIS races this summer are 
sold out.

The track, near Brooklyn in 
the Irish Hills area, dropped the 
starting price of general admis-
sion tickets from $40 to $25, and 
reduced the cost of the most-
coveted reserved seats, which 
have traditionally sold out well in 
advance of the races. In response 
to fan feedback, the seats were 

widened from 18 to 22 inches, 
which reduced the overall seating 
capacity of the sprawling two-
mile speedway from 129,000 to 
about 119,000.

“This is something that should 
have been done years ago,” Curtis 
said about  lowering  ticket prices. 
“But it really made sense with 
the economy being the way it is 
now. We wanted to fi nd a way to 
offer prices that made sense to 
people.”

Curtis added that while the cur-
rent numbers show ticket sales off 
slightly from last year at this time, 
he expects the track to see some 
100,000 fans for both race week-
ends, which would match last 
year’s attendance fi gures.

MIS, which has been involved 
in a $55 million improvements 
initiative over the past three years, 
will debut numerous campground 
upgrades this season, open a new 
infi eld media center  and a new 
drivers’ meeting room and refuel-
ing area.

The headline events at MIS 

this season, the Sprint Cup Series 
races in June and August, will be 
sponsored by Heluva Good! and 
Carfax. The Heluva Good! Sour 
Cream Dips 400 is slated to run on 
June 13, and the CARFAX 400 goes 
on  Aug. 15.

The support races for the June 
Cup weekend will be the ARCA 
Series Racing for Wildlife 200 on 
Friday and the Camping World 
Truck Series VFW 200.

The August Cup weekend will 
feature a Gatorade Pole Day on 
Friday and the Nationwide Series 
Carfax 250 on Saturday.

Sprint Cup Series driver A.J. All-
mendinger and Nationwide Series 
driver Colin Braun attended the 
preview event. Allmendinger will 
drive the No. 43 Ford for Richard 
Petty Motorsports, while Braun 
will drive the No. 16 Conway 
Freight Ford in the Nationwide 
Series for Roush Fenway Racing.

Wings lose; Osgood struggles

ST. PAUL — Antti Miettinen got 
Minnesota going with a pair of 
fi rst-period goals, and Detroit’s 
defense fell apart down the stretch 
in the Wild’s 5-2 victory over the 
Red Wings last  night.

Josh Harding made the early 
scores hold up with 26 saves for 
Minnesota, which improved to 
6-0-1 in its last 
seven home 
games. Detroit’s 
4-3 shootout vic-
tory last week is 
the only blemish.

Miettinen, who 
has 15 goals this 
season, had his 
third two-goal game in his last 
seven games.

Pavel Datsyuk had two goals in 
the fi rst period  for the Red Wings, 
who have found themselves in a 
real fi ght for a playoff spot for the 
fi rst time in years.

They began the day in eighth 
place in the Western Conference, 
with the Wild now three points be-

hind them. Eight teams from each 
conference make the playoffs.

The Wild were up 3-2 less than 
18 minutes into the game and still 
had that lead early in the third pe-
riod when the Red Wings started a 
power play.

Dan Cleary’s high-stick pen-
alty ended the advantage after 44 
seconds, and Eric Belanger deked 
Todd Bertuzzi on his way to feed 
Guillaume Latendresse for a 4-on-
4 goal.

Then with 13 seconds remain-
ing on the Wild power play, Martin 
Havlat sneaked a bad-angle shot 
past goalie Chris Osgood to give 
the home team a three-goal lead. 
Osgood is 1-6 in seven starts since 
Nov. 7, losing three straight while 
giving up 11 goals. Osgood made 
only 20 saves last night.

Jimmy Howard was in goal for 
Detroit the night before in Phoe-
nix, when the Coyotes scored 
twice in the fi nal 2 minutes to tie it 
and then won in a shootout.

The Red Wings, beset by injuries 
this season and looking to their 

younger players for production 
more than usual as they try to stay 
in the Western Conference playoff 
chase, have had trouble fi nding a 
fi nishing touch.

This time, the lapse came early 
and late. The Wild managed only 
six on-target shots in the fi rst pe-
riod, but three of them went in.

Andrew Brunette set up Miet-
tinen on the fi rst two, feeding his 
linemate from the goal line for a 
power-play snap shot and then 
muscling the puck out from be-
hind the net as he does best to set 
Miettinen up for a bad-angle try 
that slid past Osgood.

Datsyuk answered for Detroit 
both times, in less than 2 minutes 
following the fi rst goal and in 27 
seconds after the next one.  

 Both of Minnesota’s goalies 
have been bothered by minor 
injuries, and Harding (hip) got 
the game-time assignment ahead 
of slumping All-Star Niklas Back-
strom (back), who has given up at 
least three goals in eight of his last 
11 starts.

Michael Brantley are ready to pro-
duce on an everyday basis. The 
Casey Blake trade a couple weeks 
later? Catcher Carlos Santana 
may be a year away yet, but has 
eye-popping numbers at every 
level so far. The Cliff Lee trade in 
late July of ’09? Lou Marson has 
fi rst dibs behind the plate for 
now and Carlos Carrasco will get 
a shot at throwing it to him. The 
Victor Martinez trade a few days 
later? Justin Masterson may be in 
the season-opening rotation.

Yes, the Indians will be young. 
Even some of their so-called vet-
erans, guys like up-the-middle 
infi elders Luis Valbuena and 
Asdrubal Cabrera, shave mostly 
peach fuzz. But a healthy Grady 
Sizemore and Shin-Soo Choo are 
both 20-homer, 20-steals guys 
and designated hitter Travis Haf-
ner, reportedly healthy for the 
fi rst time in two-plus years, is al-
ways a deep threat.

Acta was hired to piece all of 
this together. His numbers clash 
with his reputation. After 380 

games with the Washington Na-
tionals he owns one of the fi ve 
worst winning percentages (.385) 
in the last 50 years among man-
agers with more than two years 
experience, yet the Tribe went 
head-to-head against the Hous-
ton Astros to acquire his services.

Acta opted for Cleveland be-
cause “there’s a lot of young talent 
and a rich farm system. I think 
the baseball world knows what we 
have coming; now, hopefully our 
fans will fi nd out, too. But those 
young players are responsible for 
me being here. I think the future 
is tremendous.

“When I went to D.C. there was 
[Ryan] Zimmerman. Period. It 
was a complete rebuild. That was 
fi ne. Everybody pays their dues 
and I knew I wasn’t going to be 
handed a fi rst division team in a 
major market.”

He still hasn’t been, but Acta 
insists that unlike the Nationals 
the Tribe is “not anywhere close 
to a complete rebuild. There are 
a lot more pieces in place here … 
Sizemore, Choo, Cabrera, Hafner, 
[Jhonny] Peralta. We get the start-
ing pitching in order and play a 
little better defense, this team 
isn’t that far away.

“Because of the situation I was 
coming from in D.C., I knew the 
next step was very important to 
my career. I’m very comfortable 
with the step I made.”

As is always the case in base-
ball, starting pitching will deter-
mine whether it is a giant step 
or a stumble, and Acta admits 
very few teams are blessed with 
enough good arms. Maybe none 
will go to spring training, though, 
with more holes and more hopes 
than the Indians.

So far, Acta is facing the future 
not with a stiff upper lip but with 
an ever-present smile and plenty 
of laughs. He took on a glass-half-
empty crowd in Cleveland the 
other night and left to a standing 
ovation. He was a big hit in To-
ledo, too, while fl anked by Brant-
ley and reliever Jensen Lewis last 
night at the Erie Street Market.

“Our guys are young,” Acta 
said. “And our goal is to win.”

With snow swirling outside, 
and a genuinely believable guy 
saying it, anything seems pos-
sible.
