Kregel said. “This is exactly 
where we want to be. We set 
the goal to go into this un-
beaten. The kids have done 
a nice job and now it’s time 
to have fun on Friday.”

Southview has worked its 
way through a tough early 
season schedule unscathed. 
The Cougars pulled out a 
win over St. Francis de Sales 
in the opener and held on 
against Springfi eld (17-14) 
last Friday. They also  shut 
out Rogers and Anthony 
Wayne.

“It gives you confi dence. 
We’ve had some challeng-
es,” Mayzes said.

The fi rst half of Perrys-
burg’s schedule hasn’t been 
as challenging . The Yellow 
Jackets posted easy wins 
over Bowsher and Waite, 
opened NLL play against 
Rossford with a 63-12 vic-
tory, and blasted Bowling 
Green 49-25 last Friday.

But Kregel said his team 
 competed well against Cen-
tral Catholic and Whitmer 

in preseason scrimmages 
and held off a 3-2 Clay team 
(21-14) in week two.

“I’m satisfi ed with our 
preparation,” he said. 

Southview has two tal-
ented speedsters in running 
back Ja’Darian Bowers (44 
rushes for 384 yards) and 
quarterback De’Nard Pinck-
ney (58 for 305). Senior QB 
David Vandercook, who 
alternates with Pinckney, 
has thrown for 435 yards (23 
of 31).

Junior WR/DB Allen Gant, 
who is a major Division I 
prospect, leads the team 
with 14 catches for 276 
yards.

“They just have better 
athletes than most teams 
in the league,” Kregel said. 
“They have team speed and 
that makes them tough to 
match.”

Southview is outscoring 
its foes 128-54.

Mayzes said he is looking 
forward to getting his “fast 
guys on a fast surface” at 
Steinecker Stadium, which 
has synthetic turf.

“With Bowers and Pinck-
ney and Gant, those kinds of 
guys are a little more special 

on a consistent surface,” he 
said.

Perrysburg senior QB 
Matt Slocum leads the NLL 
in passing (52 of 86 for 783 
yards). He has tossed 11 
touchdowns, including nine 
to his sophomore brother 
Steve,  who leads the team 
with 429 receiving yards 
(17.8 yards per catch).

Matt Slocum also leads 
his team in rushing with 297 
yards (6.3 per carry).  Junior 
Micah Carter has scored 
eight touchdowns. Alex 
Morse has a team-high 33 
tackles.

“Their quarterback is a 
very effective passer,” Mayz-
es said. “I have nothing but 
respect for what they have 
done.”

Kregel said the key offen-
sively for the Yellow Jackets, 
who are outscoring their 
foes 221-72, is to possess the 
ball to control the clock with 
long drives.

“We need to keep from 
giving up big plays,” he 
said.

The difference could 
come down to home-fi eld 
advantage.

“The kids will feed off of 
that,” Kregel said.

The Eagles have only lost three 

league games during the last three 
seasons — all of them against the 
Comets.

“We know to win a league 
championship you’re going to 
have to beat Genoa,” Rutherford 
said. “Mike has come in and beat 
us the last three years.

“We’ve got to slow their run-

game down,” said Vicars.
Genoa’s defensive focus will be 

on trying to contain Eastwood’s 
leading rushers Marquise Pitts 
(47 carries for 468 yards, six  TDs), 
Pernell Conner (81 carries for 388 
yards, nine  TDs), and Zach Conkle 
(33 carries for 292 yards, fi ve  TDs). 
“Secondly, we’ve got to fi gure a 
way to run against their high-
pressure blitz.”

Eastwood’s defense will have to 
stop Comets running backs Kyle 
Nutter (63 carries for 553 yards, 
six TDs) and Brandon Roberts (22 
carries for 216 yards, three TDs).

“It’s going to come down to who 
can run the ball and who can stop 
the run,” Rutherford said.

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Clay captures 
CL girls golf title
Scharer paces Eagles to first crown;
St. Ursula’s Graf is top individual

Clay has had a girls golf team for 12 years and yesterday the 
Eagles captured   their fi rst championship, winning the City 
League tournament at Detwiler Golf Course by two strokes 
over four-time defending champion St. Ursula.

St. Ursula junior Alex Graf carded a 79 to take the tourna-
ment’s individual medal honors. 

Contributing to the Eagles’ scoring were their four seniors 
— Jennifer Scharer (85), Amanda Maze (88), Alexa Orr (90) 
and Heather Pollauf (95) — who posted a team score of 358 to 
complete Clay’s climb from a fourth-place fi nish in this tour-
nament last season.

“I wasn’t really surprised,” said 12th-year Clay coach Kevin 
Crosson, “because St. Ursula, Notre Dame and Whitmer all 
graduated some of their top players, and we had all veterans 
returning who had four years of varsity experience.

“We’ve improved a lot since last year. The last few years we 
took our lumps, but we kept working at it and our hard work 
fi nally paid off.”

St. Ursula, which had won the four previous City titles, edged 
Notre Dame 360-361 for second place.

Joining Graf and Scharer on the All-City fi rst team were Mary 
Carrigan (82) of Central Catholic, Carrie Krum (85) of Whitmer, 
and Jessica Antypas (86) of Notre Dame.

 One singles title and two doubles 
championships were enough yes-
terday for Perrysburg to maintain 
its dominance in Northern Lakes 
League girls tennis.

The Yellow Jackets, who sent 
all seven of their players to fi nals 
matches, posted 62 points, which 
was good for fi rst place in the NLL 
tournament at Jermain Park.

Combined with its 6-1 dual-
match record during league play, 
Perrysburg totaled 36 overall points 
to capture its eighth consecutive 
NLL team championship.

Anthony Wayne and Northview 
placed second and third, respec-
tively, in both the tournament scor-
ing (39-37), and in overall league 
points (33-30). 

“It’s pretty exciting,” said second-
year Perysburg coach Julie Weider, 
“and I see us getting better. It’s nice 
to have someone like April Weaver 
at the top of our lineup, but we’re 
also a really deep team.

“It’s our depth that has really 
helped us win. We have players who 

can contribute at all the positions, 
so it’s really a total team effort.”

In the No. 1 singles fi nal, North-
view freshman Megan Miller rose to 
the occasion in her fi rst NLL tour-
ney, rallying to take a 5-7, 6-3, 6-4 
victory over Weaver, a junior who 
was the defending champion.

But the Yellow Jackets prevailed 
at No. 2 singles as junior Cammy 
Messenger took a 6-1, 6-0 win over 
Anthony Wayne junior Courtney 
Crieg. The No. 3 singles title went to 
Anthony Wayne sophomore Sarah 
Jankowski, who topped Perrysburg 
junior Carmen Alkire 6-3, 6-3.

The Jackets owned the doubles 
competition, with seniors Megan 
Roberts and Maddy Karnitis beating 
Bowling Green seniors Gina Buzzel-
li and Abby Sell 6-2, 6-0 in the No. 
1 fi nal, and the team of senior Sa-
vannah Northcutt and junior Paige 
Zilba taking a 7-6, 0-6, 6-3 victory in 
the No. 2 fi nal over the Northview 
team of junior Natalie Forrester and 
sophomore Shannon Ford.
