DEFINITIONS
Homicide: the deliberate 
and unlawful killing of one 
person by another. 
Felonious assault: serious 
physical harm sustained by 
victim.
Robbery: taking personal 
property from someone 
using force or the threat of 
force.
Theft: the act of stealing.
Burglary: illegally entering a 
building with intent to com-
mit a crime.
Shooting: person struck by 
a bullet.
Shooting into dwelling: a 
home is struck by bullets.

Brandon Shaul, 26, of Taze-
well, Tenn., was shot multiple
times shortly after 10 p.m.
Saturday near the I-75 over-
pass at the Collingwood Boule-
vard exit in central Toledo, po-
lice said.

Police urge anyone with in-

Callers may remain
anonymous and could be eligi-
ble for a reward.

Bond set for Toledo woman
accused of assaulting officer

A judge set bond Friday at
$10,000 for a Toledo woman
who is accused of assaulting
a police officer.

Cairra Thompson, 22, of
the 900 block of Prouty
Avenue was charged in
Toledo Municipal Court. She
remained in the Lucas

County jail Friday in lieu of
bond.

Officers responded to a
domestic dispute early Fri-
day in the 1600 block of
Woodland Avenue in the
central city.

Police allege that Ms.
Thompson broke free from

handcuffs and kicked Sgt.
Matthew Slaman in the chest
and neck area.

While trying to get away,
she broke through a porch
rail, landing on the ground,
police said.

The sergeant was un-
harmed.
