Burglary: illegally entering a 
building with intent to com-
mit a crime.
Shooting: person struck by 
a bullet.
Shooting into dwelling: a 
home is struck by bullets.

Authorities
seek info
on suspects
in burglary
Dexter St. couple
held at gunpoint

Authorities are urging the
public to provide informa-
tion on an unsolved aggra-
vated burglary.

Police responded about 8
a.m. April 28 to a home in
the 100 block of Dexter
Street in North Toledo. Offi-
cers said Tyrone Garmon,
41, told them he had been
assaulted and his wife,
Pamela Garmon, 29, had
been held at gunpoint.

Witnesses describe the
first burglar as a black man
with brown eyes, about 45
to 49 years old, 5 feet, 9
inches in height, and 230
pounds. He wore a yellow
sweatshirt, black ski mask,
and light blue jeans.

The second burglar was
described as a black man
with brown eyes who wore
a black hooded sweatshirt
and a black ski mask, ac-
cording to police.

Those with information
are asked to call Crime
Stoppers program. Callers
may remain anonymous
and could be eligible for a
reward.

Northwood police
provide dispatch
records to public

Northwood residents along
Eden East Road may have
wondered why police on
Thursday responded to their
neighborhood.

It turns out, someone left a
trash bin in the middle of the
street, and the officer tried to
reach the homeowner. The de-
tails were quickly available on-
line for anyone to see.

In nearly real time, North-
wood police are now provid-
ing dispatch records for the
public. This online log shows
time, location, and incident in-
formation for each call.

It is a level of transparency
that allows police to better
serve the city, Chief Thomas
Cairl said.

“Let the people know what’s
going on out there. ‘Why is
there a police car going down
my street?’ Now they can go
online and see it,” he said.

The department last month
added the log to its site. The
most recent two days of calls
are available at northwood
oh.glyphreports.com/dispatc
hlog.html.

Perkins Township and San-
dusky police in Erie County of-
fer a similar service. Chief Cairl
said it cost about $200 a year
for dispatch notes and $400
more annually for online inci-

dent reports. “I think this is
worth a couple hundred dol-
lars more to get the informa-
tion out to the folks in the city,”
he said.

The site recently added a list
of people wanted by the de-
partment on warrants and
their corresponding charges.

In Erie County, the sheriff’s
office has posted dispatch logs
for a couple of years. Sheriff
Paul Sigsworth said it’s drawn
a positive response so far.

The information helps put
people at ease. Residents often
fear the worst when they see a
law enforcement vehicle or
ambulance parked in a neigh-
bor’s driveway, he said.

“The vast majority of situa-
tions we deal with are service
calls assisting people in the
community in one way or an-
other,” he said.

Sheriff Sigsworth said the of-
fice was able to add the service
and felt it was important.
Those with scanners are listen-
ing to the broadcasts, he said.

“These are the public’s
records, so the public should
have access to them as much
as possible,” he said.

Toledo police have no plans
to post their logs online, said
department spokesman Lt. Joe
Heffernan. He said he believes
doing so may be easier for a
smaller department.
