Tiffin police hunt rapist 
TIFFIN — Police 

continue to search for a 
man who raped  an 18-
year-old female student 
Saturday at Tiffi n Uni-
versity.

The young woman, 
who is an international 
student, was dragged 
from a campus com-
puter lab about 1:40 
p.m. and was taken to a nearby 
men’s rest room where she was 

assaulted, police said.
She reported the attack 

to police within minutes of 
the incident and was treat-
ed at Tiffi n Mercy Hospital.

The victim described her 
assailant as being black, in 
his 20s, and tall with a thin 
build. 

The victim said the as-
sailant had a tattoo on his chest, 
although she could not provide a 
description of it.
