1.  Grow your shower. Stop slapping the shower curtain away and swap that straight shower rod with a 

curved version. You can add 5-1/2 to 7 inches of room. Check out the no-tool, no-drill types (ideal for 

ceramic tile).

2.   Take back the tub. Make storage for bath “tools” – shampoos, toys, scrubbers – with the straight 

shower rod you just replaced. Install it across the back wall of the tub. Hang plastic storage baskets or 

mesh bags for your “stuff” using shower hooks, a different color for each family member.

3.  Two-for-one. Update toilet paper holder, towel bar and in-shower shelves with versions that integrate 

grab bars in the finish you like. Adds storage, safety and style.

4.  Use bins and pockets. Bath closets may have lots of wasted space. Use labeled (see-through is best, 

stackable is great) bins on the floor and upper shelves to corral small items. Keep middle shelves for 

frequently used linens. Hang a fabric shoe rack with pouches inside the closet door for grooming items.

5.  Sort down under. Remove everything under the vanity. Toss what you don’t need; use baskets or bins 

to store what’s left. Install hooks or shelves on the inside of the doors if you have clearance.

6.  Shelves for storage. Install wall shelves for added mirrors or décor – small for perfume and toiletries, 

larger “hotel” shelves for towels.

7.  Get hooked. Keep towels and clothes off the floor with robe hooks – inexpensive, easy to install and 

styles and finishes to match your bath. Install a few low, within reach of little hands.

8.  Hotel inspiration. Miss the wall-mounted, magnifying mirror at your last hotel or the convenience of a 

wall-storing blow dryer? Check your home store; they’re available for the home bath, too.
